Dear St. Joseph Parishioners:

The month of October always reminds me, as autumn be-
gins, that there is nothing more constant in life than change. For our
parish community we are realizing change as we continue to settle
into our new home. We each experience the small and big changes
that come into our daily lives on a regular basis. Some changes are
welcomed changes that bring great joy, excitement, and challenge
into our lives but some changes bring with them heartaches, head-
aches, and great difficulties too.

On September 18th | began my new job as Vicar General
of the Diocese of Des Moines. This is a big change in my life that
will impact my pastoral ministry at St. Joseph Church. Many people
ask me, “What does the Vicar General do?” So, | would like to share
with you the expectations for me in this new role.

The Vicar General is appointed by the bishop in the gov-
ernance of the diocese and possesses ordinary powers of authority
as defined by church law. The principle functions and responsibili-
ties of the Vicar General are outlined in the Code of Canon Law (cc.
475-481 and other related references throughout the code). In addi-
tion, the bishop may assign other specific duties to the Vicar Gen-
eral. The position is to be filled by a priest not less than thirty years
old with a degree in canon law or theology or someone truly expert
in these disciplines. In church law the scope of the vicar general’s
power is quite extensive; however, there are limits to this power.
This power is restricted to the executive arena and if the law states
that the bishop must act, the Vicar General cannot act without a
mandate from the bishop and the bishop may reserve certain mat-
ters to himself.

The matters entrusted to the Vicar General by mandate of
the bishop are many and varied. Bishop Pates envisions that | will
be the primary collaborator in his relationship with the priests of the
diocese. In doing so, | will serve as an ex-officio member of the

Presbyteral Council and its Executive Committee of the council. |
will also serve as an ex-officio member of the Personnel Board
and work with the bishop to establish the annual timetable for
assignments of priests and other related assignment and person-
nel issues related to the priests. | will also represent the bishop on
the Priests Health and Wellness Committee. As Vicar General |
have been asked to assist the bishop in the ministry of the dioce-
san staff by attending bi-weekly Bishop’s Executive Committee
meetings and to serve as an ex-officio member of the Diocesan
Finance Council, the Audit Committee, and the Investment Com-
mittee.

The role of the Vicar General is also seen to assist in
oversight of various ministries in the diocese. Thus, | have been
asked to represent the bishop at meetings of the Emmaus House
Board of Directors and to serve as a corporation officer. | will also
serve as corporation officer of the St. Thomas More Center and
will attend meetings as requested by the bishop. The Vicar Gen-
eral also serves as a corporation officer for all diocesan and par-
ish corporations as well as other entities and institutions in the
diocese that are incorporated in the manner of diocesan/parish
corporations. Finally, as the Vicar General, | may be asked to
represent the diocese at various meetings and occasions where
the bishop cannot attend.

| ask for your prayerful support and your patience during
these days of transition and change in my life, and | want you to
know that my first and primary role is as pastor of St. Joseph
Church.
