Dear St. Joseph Parishioners:

On March 28, 2010 we began our celebration of
Holy Week on Passion (Palm) Sunday. This year we pro-
claim on Palm Sunday the Passion according to the gospel
of Luke and enter into a week of prayer and reflection on the
Paschal Mystery of Christ. This prayerful reflection invites us
to prepare our hearts and minds to celebrate the Paschal
Triduum . The days of the Triduum, Holy Thursday, Good
Friday and Holy Saturday, culminate with the celebrations of
the Easter Viqil, and Easter Sunday morning. These days
are the most important time of the Church year.

Holy Thursday : we celebrate the Mass of the Lord's Supper
and we remember that at the Last Supper Jesus gave him-
self to us in the Eucharist. We also recall that Jesus was a
servant chosen to wash the feet of his disciples and called
them to be servants to one another. This call to be a servant
in the community of faith is given to us as and renewed for
us in the washing of the feet and the Eucharist that we cele-
brate on this holy night.

Good Friday : we remember the death of Jesus. The cele-
bration Good Friday focuses on the Lord's passion and
death. There are three parts to the liturgy of the day: the Lit-
urgy of the Word, the Veneration of the Cross, and Holy
Communion with Hosts consecrated on Holy Thursday. We
are called to fast on this day and to reflect and pray upon
the passion of Christ and upon how the cross and its saving
mystery touches our hearts and lives.

Easter Vigil : On Holy Saturday the Church meditates on the
suffering and death of Jesus. Then, the Church gathers to
celebrate the Easter Vigil. The celebration of the Easter Vigil
takes place at night, beginning at sundown. The Easter Vigil
has four parts that point to and symbolically remind us of the
whole of salvation history that is offered to us in Jesus’ life,
death, and resurrection. This liturgy consists of four central

The Service of Light : all the lights in the church are
turned off and a fire is prepared outside the church. Then
the fire is blessed and the Paschal Candle is lit from the
new fire. The candle is carried into the dark church. Itis a
sign of Christ, the Light of the World, who has overcome
the darkness of sin and death. The light from the Paschal
Candle provides the only illumination. Then, from the
flame of the Paschal Candle, members of the congrega-
tion light the small candles they are holding to symbolizing
the receiving of the light of Christ. This section concludes
with the singing of the Easter Proclamation, the Exsultet.

The Liturgy of the Word : the story of God's great love for
us is proclaimed in readings from the Old and New Testa-
ments. The readings recall the great events of salvation,
beginning with creation itself and were selected to dispose
people to celebrate the sacraments of Christian initiation
with great faith.

The Liturgy of Baptism : those who have been preparing
for Baptism and their godparents are called forward. The
priest and ministers then go to the baptismal font. After the
candidates are baptized, all present stand with lighted
candles and renew their baptismal promises as a sign that
they share the new life of Jesus through his resurrection.
Then the newly baptized and newly confirmed members of
our Church community wait for their first sharing in the
Eucharist. The Easter Vigil concludes with the Liturgy of
the Eucharist . This is a joyous sharing in the sacrificial
meal of Jesus Christ, Lord and Risen Savior. The joy of
the vigil service is continued into the celebration of Easter
Sunday morning.

I hope you and your family will participate fully in these
central celebrations of our Catholic faith and that your faith
in the Risen Lord will be deepened and renewed.
