One of the stories concerning St. Patrick which is 
often judged authentic, probably because of its 
simplicity and basis in human ingenuity, is the tale of 
the shamrock and the Trinity. The doctrine of Three 
Gods in One, each separate and distinct, yet each 
totally God, is claimed by Christians to be a mystery 
and is accepted on faith. In trying to teach his 
converts about the Trinity, St. Patrick held up a 
shamrock explaining that the three leaves 
represented the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, 
while the stem was the Godhead itself from which 
they proceeded. This is said to be the origin of the 
use of the Shamrock which is customarily worn on 
St. Patrick's Day. 
Just a little history about St. Patrick and his special 
gift to teach with simplicity. As we continue to 
journey through Lent, let’s take the time to follow 
God’s call. How can we teach others about God in 
simple but poignant ways?

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Dear St. Joseph Parishioners: 

We spend the entire month of March in the season of Lent this year. 
The season calls us to renew our relationship with God through many 
Lenten practices and central among them is prayer. Through my own 
prayer and retreat experiences I have come to appreciate the rich spiri-
tually of St. Ignatius of Loyola, especially the Prayer of Examen . 
The Prayer of Examen is a daily spiritual exercise developed by St. 
Ignatius Loyola. This practice seeks to help followers of Jesus in their 
capacity to discern God’s will and to find God in all things. This form of 
prayer takes approximately ten to fifteen minutes each day. The major-
ity of that time is spent reviewing your day. Try not to dwell too long on 
thoughts. Instead, allow yourself to be guided by the Holy Spirit to be-
come aware of how God is at work in the things and activities of your 
daily life. 
Begin by finding a quiet place (maybe take a walk) or place where you 
won’t be disturbed. Allow yourself to relax. 

1. Recall you are in the presence of God: As you are in silence, 
focus on God’s deep and abiding love for you. We are always in 
the presence of God. Try to become aware of God’s presence in 
this moment. Ask the Holy Spirit to help you recall your day with 
love. 

2. Recall your day with gratitude: After a few moments, remember 
the small pleasures of your day; things like a good night’s sleep, a 
good conversation, or a beautiful sunset. These are all gifts from 
God. As you remember these small gifts from God, take a moment 
to reflect on the gifts you gave today, whether to God or to others. 
How did you bring your strengths, your sense of humor, your abili-
ties, your encouragement, your patience to others today? When 
you have finished, pause briefly and thank God for these things. 

3. Ask for guidance from the Holy Spirit: In a moment you will be-
gin to retrace the steps of your day. Before you do, ask the Holy 
Spirit to guide and direct your mind. The Spirit will lead and guide 
you into the truth and mystery of your heart. Ask the Holy Spirit for 
the capacity to recall your day with clarity and understanding of 
your limitations. 

4. Review your day: This is the central step of the prayer. Go back to 
the start of your day and allow it to play like a short movie in your

Sometimes, when we go through hard times, our 
friends and acquaintances also keep their distance! 
However, Jesus was not left alone. The thief and the 
centurion, who had never met him before, were there 
with him. They believed in him. Sometimes encourage-
ment comes from people we least expect. We are not 
left alone. Have you had this experience?  

mind. Pay attention to the details. What were your feelings? 
What motivated you to respond to certain situations in the way 
you did? The purpose of this is to draw out both positive and 
negative aspects of your day. As you are reviewing your day, ask 
the question, “Where did I see God at work in my day? Where 
did I fail to see/know God’s presence today?” Was there a mo-
ment when you lived out of anger or bitterness? Were there 
things you avoided? Don’t allow yourself to dwell on these things 
or seek to resolve them. Simply allow yourself to identify them 
and move on. Next, ask the question, “When did I love?” Was 
there a moment, or several moments, in which you made the 
choice to live out of love. Perhaps it was a kind act like holding 
the door or spending intentional time with your family. Remem-
ber the ways you chose to love this day. Next, search for pat-
terns or habits during the course of the day. Do you make coffee 
at the same time? Do you chat for a few minutes with a co-
worker? Are you always staying late at work? As you detect 
these patterns, what emotions do you sense coming to the sur-
face for each habit? Do these habits help you face your day with 
love or do they hinder you from facing your day with love? 

5. Reconcile and Resolve: Finally, picture yourself seated next to 
Jesus, talking as you would with a friend. Maybe there was 
something in your day you don’t feel good about. Tell Jesus 
about this and express your disappointment and ask him to be 
with you when you face that moment again. Allow yourself to feel 
the sorrow in your heart as you share this, but also remember 
and give thanks for Christ’s continual restoration of your heart. 
Remember all of the good moments of your day and thank Jesus 
for His presence with you in those moments. Finally, bring this 
time of prayer to a close by praying a familiar or formal type of 
prayer like the Our Father. 

The Prayer of Examen is a wonderful way to walk with the Lord each 
day and a great way to pray through the season of Lent. Give it a try! 
It will be a great blessing in your prayer life and your daily journey 
with the Lord.
