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May Milestones  
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Dear St. Joseph Parishioners: 
On May 23rd we will celebrate the end of the Easter season with Pente-
cost Sunday. The month of May is filled with many celebrations. Many 
young people of our parish we will celebrate milestone moments such 
as First Communion and graduation from high school. Gifts are given to 
mark these milestone moments to honor and celebrate what has oc-
curred. As we bring the Easter season to a close this month on Pente-
cost Sunday we too celebrate the sevenfold gifts given to us by the 
Holy Spirit. 
The biblical origin of the "Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit" is found in 
Isaiah (11:1-3) where he is foretelling the qualities of the Messiah.  

But a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse,  
and from his roots a bud shall blossom.  

The spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him:  
a spirit of wisdom and of understanding,  

a spirit of counsel and of strength,  
a spirit of knowledge and of fear of the Lord, 
and his delight shall be the fear of the LORD. 

Wisdom is the first and highest gift of the Holy Spirit, because 
it is the perfection of faith. Through wisdom, we come to value 
properly those things that we believe through faith. Wisdom 
helps us to order our relationship to the created world properly, 
loving Creation for the sake of God, rather than for its own 
sake. 
Understanding is the second gift of the Holy Spirit. While wis-
dom is the desire to contemplate the things of God, under-
standing allows us grasp, at least in a limited way, the very 
essence of the truths of the Catholic Faith. Through under-
standing, we gain a certitude about our beliefs that moves 
beyond faith. 
Counsel, the third gift of the Holy Spirit, is the perfection of the cardinal 
virtue of prudence. Prudence can be practiced by anyone, but counsel 
is supernatural. Through this gift of the Holy Spirit, we are able to judge 
how best to act almost by intuition. Because of the gift of counsel, 
Christians need not fear to stand up for the truths of the Faith, because 
the Holy Spirit will guide us in defending those truths. 
Fortitude is both a gift of the Holy Spirit and a cardinal virtue. Fortitude 
is ranked as the fourth gift of the Holy Spirit because it gives us the 
strength to follow through on the actions suggested by the gift of coun-
sel. While fortitude is sometimes called courage, it goes beyond what 
we normally think of as courage. Fortitude is the virtue of the martyrs 
that allows them to suffer death rather than to renounce the Christian 
Faith. 
Knowledge, is often confused with both wisdom and understanding. 
Like wisdom, knowledge is the perfection of faith, but whereas wisdom 
gives us the desire to judge all things according to the truths of the 

May 2, 2010-Fifth Sunday of Easter  (Acts 14:21-27, 
Revelations 21:1-5a, John 13:31-33a, 34-35) The command-
ment to "love one another" can seem trite. This means that 
we seem to hear it all the time, so much so that it becomes 
meaningless. Love, love, love! Can you think of other words 
that say "love one another" or express what love is?  
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May 9, 2010 - Sixth Sunday of Easter  (Acts 15:1-2, 22-
29, Revelation 21:10-14, 22-23, John 14:23-29) If Jesus' gift to 
us is peace, why do we so often lack peace in our hearts, in 
our homes, and in our world? What does loving Jesus and 
being true to his word have to do with the gift of peace that 
he promises?  

May 16, 2010 - The Ascension of the Lord  (Acts 1:1-11, 
Ephesians 1:17-23, Luke 24:46-53) How do you feel when someone 
makes a promise to you like, "We're going someplace special on 
Sunday"? Or, "I promise to help you.”? Sometimes the promise is a 
promise of a surprise. "Be sure to come next week because we're 
having a surprise." How do you feel while you wait for the surprise? 
How do you feel when the promise (even if it isn't a surprise) is 
kept?  

May 23, 2010 - PENTECOST SUNDAY (Acts 2:1-11, 1 Corin-
thians 12:3b-7, 12-13, John 20:19-23 or 14:15-16, 23b-26) Peace 
and forgiveness are gifts from Jesus in the Holy Spirit. Do you need 
to be a more peaceful and forgiving person? When we forgive 
someone, or are forgiven, we allow the Holy Spirit to rebuild the 
bridge between us, even stronger than before  

Catholic Faith, knowledge is the actual ability to do so. Like counsel, 
it is aimed at our actions in this life. In a limited way, knowledge al-
lows us to see the circumstances of our life the way that God sees 
them. Through this gift of the Holy Spirit, we can determine God's 
purpose for our lives and live them accordingly. 
Piety, the sixth gift of the Holy Spirit, is the perfection of the virtue of 
religion. While we tend to think of religion today as the external ele-
ments of our faith, it really means the willingness to worship and to 
serve God. Piety takes that willingness beyond a sense of duty, so 
that we desire to worship God and to serve Him out of love, the way 
that we desire to honor our parents and do what they wish. 
Fear of the Lord. The seventh and final gift of the Holy Spirit is the 
fear of the Lord, and perhaps no other gift of the Holy Spirit is so mis-
understood. We think of fear and hope as opposites, but the fear of 
the Lord confirms the theological virtue of hope. This gift of the Holy 
Spirit gives us the desire not to offend God, as well as the certainty 
that God will supply us the grace that we need in order to keep from 
offending Him. Our desire not to offend God is more than simply a 
sense of duty; like piety, the fear of the Lord arises out of love. 
Let us pray as Pentecost approaches for an out pouring of these gifts 
into our hearts as a community of believers.

Come Holy Spirit, 
And send forth from heaven the rays of your light.
